. Types of terrorism:

Civil disorder — A form of collective violence interfering with the peace, security, and normal
functioning of the community.

Political terrorism — Violent criminal behaviour designed primarily to generate fear in the
community, or substantial segment of it, for political purposes.

Non-Political terrorism — Terrorism that is not aimed at political purposes but which exhibits
“conscious design to create and maintain a high degree of fear for coercive purposes, but the end is
individual or collective gain rather than the achievement of a political objective.”

Limited political terrorism — Genuine political terrorism is characterized by

a revolutionary approach; limited political terrorism refers to “acts of terrorism which are committed
for ideological or political motives but which are not part of a concerted campaign to capture control
of the state.

Official or state terrorism —"referring to nations whose rule is based upon fear and oppression that
reach similar to terrorism or such proportions.” It may also be referred to as Structural

Terrorism defined broadly as terrorist acts carried out by governments in pursuit of political
objectives, often as part of their foreign policy.
